Ratings • A classification  based on a comparative 
assessment of quality, standard, performance or 
certification.

While some investors use a particular analyst's stock ratings as 
guidance, it is important to evaluate the criteria which they use to 
determine fair value, since the techniques they use are diverse and 
not all analysts are equally competent.

Rankings • Comparison of an investment's performance to 
others over a given time period.

• Position in a scale of achievement or status, a 
classification.

Indices • A statistical indicator providing a representation of 
the value of the securities which constitute it. 

• Indices often serve as barometers for a 
given market or industry and benchmarks against
which financial or economic performance is 
measured.

The traders often compete to see who can beat the S&P 500 index 
which is a tracking metric of the largest cap companies traded in 
US markets.
